Alternatives to Violence Program
The Violence Intervention Project’s Alternatives to Violence Program has been in existence since 1993. The ATV Program is based on the nationally known Duluth Intervention Model. Facilitators have been trained in the Duluth Domestic Abuse Intervention Project and employ the materials, videos, themes and philosophy of the Duluth Model. Through reflective and critical thinking, this curriculum provides facilitators with educational framework to challenge the beliefs and behaviors of people who batter their partners.

Program Objectives

· Identify goals to reach a nonviolent lifestyle

· Identify abusive behaviors and individual patterns of abuse

· Explore the intents of abusive behavior and belief systems that support those behaviors

· Understand the connection of painful and negative feelings to beliefs about women’s and men’s roles.

· Identify the function and extent of participant’s minimizing, denying and blaming.

· Fully explore the impact of violence and abusive behavior on partners, children and group members.
· Identify and practice nonviolent behaviors

The 28 week curriculum is designed in an open-ended fashion enabling participants to enter at any point and receive the full benefit of the information and insights presented, regardless of the entry and exit point.

Eight themes are emphasized which cover types of abusive controlling behavior. Their positive counterparts, non-controlling behaviors, are then emphasized.
