All Music will again be on the beautiful Van’s Lumber Midway Stage and will be free with your paid gate admission.  One of the more aggressive efforts of the fair board to date is to book a Joe Diffie Concert for this year’s Fair.  Joe will appear on Friday night, July 23 along with opening band and local favorite, Nashville Pipeline.  Joe Diffe first topped the charts in 1990 with” Home” and has since stayed true to his Oklahoma roots and delivered hit after hit totaling 12 -  #1’s, 20 -  top 10’s and four gold and platinum albums.  His hit songs include “Pick Up Man”, John Deere Green, “If the Devil Danced in Empty Pockets”, “Third Rock from the Sun” just to name a few.  Joe Diffie’s journey to Nashville began as a song writer.  He also began singing demos on music row and was discovered by record executives and the rest is history.  As a song writer, his songs have been recorded by Holly Dunn, Tim McGraw, Tracy Lawrence, Conway Twitty, Doug Stone and most recently Dee Messina, who’s recording of “My give A Damn’s Busted” became a big hit.
If you’ve ever been to a Joe Diffie Concert you don’t need to be told what an energetic, hit-filled show he delivers.  He’s been described as the “man with the golden voice.” He’s won a Grammy, CMA awards, and been honored as Humanitarian of the Year by the Country Music Broadcasters.  He’s also a member of the Grand Ole Opry.

     In addition to Friday’s Joe Diffie Concert, Friday will include one of the more popular grandstand events of the Fair, The Luxemburg Motors Tractor Pull.  The Pull always had a local flair to it because many of the participants are the local farmers bringing in stock tractors to compete for bragging rights.  Now, however, with the increased popularity of Pulls, the Fair will have the exciting modified “Smoker” Classes as well.  Three different divisions of Smokers will compete in front of the grandstand to the delight of Tractor Pull fans from far and near.  These highly modified machines are custom built and needless to say never pulled a plow or saw a farmer’s field.  They are extremely fast and powerful.  The show is fast paced with two tracks running continuously with non-stop action. 
     Thursday of the Fair, Traditionally known as entry day, is the final prep day for all the 4-H kids to prepare for judging ahead.  The barns will again be full to capacity with prized livestock of every shape and color.  The poultry barn, rated as one of the best in the state, will again show off a wide array of small animals of every bred and type including rabbits, chickens, turkeys, geese, and ducks, many of the exotic variety.  The live stock barns will have, in addition to rows of beautiful cattle, plump hogs, furry sheep,  and goats, many of the exotic varieties.  The horse barn and horse show ring area is also top notch.  Horse show ring competitions will take place throughout the Fair.

On the Van’s stage the Fair will kick off it’s huge entertainment line-up with local oldies rock favorite “Spice”  Opening for Spice will be “Full House”.  The Thursday opening night has become a homecoming of sorts as the locals gather and old friends meet and celebrate the start of another fair.

Saturday, the Van’s Stage will feature home grown budding national star Eli Mattson.

Eli will do a solo concert and has an unmistakable voice and talent.  He was a contestant on the nationally televised “Americas Got Talent” and rose right to the top of the competition, finishing as the runner-up.  Playing before and after Eli Mattson will be the 11 piece Madison area favorite, Pink Houses”  John Mellencamp Tribute.  They are extremely authentic with all the Mellencamp favorites and play an outstanding classic rock set as well.   When is a car crash I good thing?  The grandstand will be buzzing with car crushing action on Saturday with the fan favorite, Demolition Derby.  The action includes full, midsized and compact car divisions and the last car standing or running will be the 2010 champion.  Action Auto will present this year’s action and is known for their great action packed shows.   

     Sunday, The Luxemburg Chamber of Commerce will present a gigantic community parade in downtown Luxemburg.  The parade has a most unique theme this year, “Your Favorite TV Show”.  Area business are set in motion and their creative spirit will shine as floats are being built throughout the community.  One of the features of the parade will be the 17 piece German village band “Dorf Kapelle”.  Dorf Kapelle presented by Spartan Construction will also play on the Vans Stage after the parade for a full concert.  They are know throughout the area as the best ethnic band and are unique and sure to please.  Following the concert the Fair will close with the Kewaunee County Star Search Contest and Real Guitar Heros Contest.  The season six version of the Star Search will be as competitive as ever with all the best local talent competing.  The addition of The Gutiar Hero portion of the show should bring out the best players of the area as well. The show is coordinated and hosted by one of the area’s finest entertainers, Bobby Rivers and will be judged by local media personalities.
The midway will also host the Scott Construction Kids Pedal Pull, where kids compete like the big guys only with specially built pedal tractors.   

     Family entertainment will abound throughout the fair with continuous shows taking place at the Kewaunee Power Station’s Family Tent.  The Tent will have continuous afternoon shows featuring “The Magic of Jim Mitchell and “George of the Juggle,” both top notch family entertainers.  In addition to the shows, a pony ride and petting zoo will be featured in the family tent area provided by Cassidys Critters.  The Luxemburg Casco Community Band will do a concert on Thursday evening in the Family Tent as well.  

    What’s a fair without rides?  A&P shows of Custer,WI will again provide rides, games and fair food all 4 days of the fair.  A&P is a family owned carnival that offers a clean, safe midway for kids of all ages. The carnival rides are free and unlimited with your paid gate admission. 

    Senior Citizens will also have their day as Friday morning will again feature Bingo in the midway entertainment building followed by music by Jerry Voelker and the Jolly Gents.  The fair would not be a Fair with out food and cold beverages.
