HOW MUCH DOES IT COST AND


HOW LONG CAN SOMEONE STAY





The cost of staying in the Transitional Housing is based on a sliding fee scale. Program participants will be required to pay 30% of their gross income to cover program fees and utilities. Individuals and families will be responsible for their own personal items, groceries, supplies, child care, and other expenses. Supportive and other advocacy services are free.





The maximum stay is six months, but very often the supportive programs will allow a women and her family to move to their own independent living site sooner.
