    Services for Youth of All Ages
Youth who are exposed to domestic violence or affected by dating violence are frightened 
and confused.  They often experience feelings of fear, helplessness, anger, guilt, sadness, 
and loneliness.  These youth have an increased risk of being physically harmed by being 
caught in the crossfire of abuse or being the direct recipients of abuse.  The risk of child 
abuse is significantly higher when partner assault is also reported.

At the Violence Intervention Project we understand children’s feelings and their 
increased need for personal safety.  We have trained staff to provide support and encouragement to youth, and to help them devise a personal plan of safety.


Exposure to Violence Affects Youth Now and Later
It is estimated that each year up to 10 million children bear witness to an assault against a parent by a partner.  As a result of family violence, children adopt ways to cope with the abuse in order to survive, both emotionally and physically.  These coping tactics may include acting out behaviorally, role reversing, regressing, over or under achieving, controlling, escaping, or withdrawing.  During the teenage years many youth begin dating and developing relationships.  Approximately one in three high school students have been or will be involved in an abusive relationship.  Children and teens who grow up in abusive homes are taught that it is acceptable to hurt others and to be hurt by those who care for them, thus perpetuating the cycle of abuse.
The Violence Intervention Project provides individual and group experiences where youth develop new ideas and skills that empower them to make healthy choices for themselves and to choose peaceful ways to deal with anger and resolve conflicts.  We work to empower teens and provide them with the education and skills necessary to make 
informed and responsible choices when dating.
